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	TREATMENT CONSIDERATIONS/ THERAPEUTIC TIPS

No treatment for mild weakness that is no longer evolving

Prognosis is poorer for pregnant women who develop complete facial paralysis vs. general population



	PREFERRED DRUG CLASS/ DRUG (where appropriate) with INTERACTIONS, DOSING SUGGESTIONS etc.

Analgesics or acetaminophen: with or without codeine
Corticosteroids: prednisone ASAP within 72 hours of sxs- provides maximum benefit

Antivirals: not recommended, no good evidence

Corticosteroids: controversial in pregnancy, prednisone is CI in diabetes, peptic ulcer dz
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
