	TREATMENT CONSIDERATIONS/ THERAPEUTIC TIPS

Definition: temperature over 38C

Infection:  is most frequent cause of fever in children 

There is NO evidence that anti-pyretic therapy prevents febrile seizures

Fever is a symptom/sign:  not a diagnosis; may occur in serious underlying disease i.e. malignancy, rheumatologic or immunological diseases

Give dose based on child’s weight, not age



	PREFERRED DRUG CLASS/ DRUG (where appropriate) with INTERACTIONS, DOSING SUGGESTIONS etc.

These are the only therapeutic choices

Acetaminophen: most common cause for overdose in children under 6years

 Ibuprofen: has a shorter time to reduction of fever and longer duration of defervescence



	RED FLAGS/ COMMON INTERACTONS ASSOCIATED WITH THIS DISEASE/ DRUGS FOR THIS DISEASE

ASA: NOT Recommended in children under 15 dt risk of Reye’s syndrome

Store antipyretics in locked cabinets to prevent inappropriate access; use calibrated measuring device to ensure correct dose 
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
